“So, ya say yur interested in Boating Safety!” 
‘tell ya what I’m a gonna do! 

     I’m going to see if you really are. In the next few months I hope to see if 
you’re up to taking a test. Better than that, two tests. A while back I asked if any 
of you wanted to become Vessel Safety Examiners. The response was under-
whelming. But we are still going to go through with the plan. I have a printer 
available that will print copies of the manual on an “as needed” basis at a cost of 
five dollars each, same as USPS®  national. The VE (vessel examiner) class will 
start sometime late in April, and as soon as I get the five bucks,  you will have a 
manual and be able to start studying. By studying early, you will be smart enough 
to finish in one session, almost. You will still have to learn the ropes by examin-
ing 5 boats with a certified VE. Examine ten boats and you will have all you need 
for a merit mark for the entire year. What a deal! But don’t stop at just ten. Keep 
inspecting. Our Squadron needs the recognition of being in first place, again. 
     But that’s not all. I’m going to give you the opportunity to prove you’re really 
as interested in boating safety as you think. I have been Safety Officer off and on 
for years. And I have read the boating safety related statistics from each year. 
Boating fatalities since 1991 through 2007 ranged between 924 in 1991 to a low 
of 681 in 2001. Of those fatalities, 69% were from drowning in which 89% of the 
victims were not wearing a life jacket. That percentage of non floating victims has 
not varied appreciably through the years, maybe 1 or 2 %, in spite of all our ef-
forts.  

     The average of the 17 years listed above is 755 fatalities per year. The aver-
age of another nearby country was 200 fatalities over 12 years until 1999. In 
2011, that number dropped to 120 or a 60% improvement. To stay even percent-
age wise we Americans would have to cut our fatalities to 453 per year. How did 
they do it? Education! Not just any education, but MANDATORY education. And 
your diploma at the end of the course consists of a Pleasure Craft Operator 
Card. This card is not a “boat driver’s license” or a “permit” it’s only a form of 
“proof of competency” while boating. And unless you have written proof of com-
petency when stopped by a law enforcement officer while boating, you’d better 
be able to come up with $250.00. By now you probably know the country. And 
the nice part is they accept either U.S. or Canadian dollars. A very good friend of 
mine will enlighten us as to how we foreigners can acquire one of these cards. 
Many of you already know Joe Gatfield who, in addition to being Canadian is a 
member of our squadron. He also told me that if there is enough interest within 
our squadron, he will teach us “Mandatory Boating 101” so that we can become 
legal boating neighbors in his country.
